o A $35 exam is required to receive all services and to
purchase medications except for Nail Trims
o Nail Trims vary between $20-$30 and proof of current
Rabies Vaccination must be shown at the time of the
trim
« The low cost prices listed on the flyer below are available
to full-time residents of Monroe County only; a valid
Monroe County ID must be shown at time of payment
o Alternate prices are available for part-time residents

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Help Save a Life and Become a Foster
Volunteer Today!

Fosters play an essential role in the well-being of animals that are not
yet prepared for the adoption process and would be better in a home
environment. The shelter will provide the fosters with all the supplies
they will need and you provide the love! Fosters can provide a temporary
home for the following types of animals:

. Kittens, Puppies or Bunnies: Litters or single young
animals whose immune systems are not yet fully



developed or are not fully weaned. Typically these animals
stay in foster until they are 8 weeks old and ready to be
adopted.
¢ Maedical Needs Animals: Animals who need extra care
outside of the shelter environment such as an animal that
had surgery or a medical procedure, an animal going
through heartworm treatment or other medical needs for
which a foster home would be more suitable.
. Special Needs Animals: Animals who may need
additional support for conditions such as separation
anxiety, fearfulness, or other needs such as blindness and
deafness, are better suited to a foster home than the
shelter environment.

Not only is it Kitten Season here in the Keys, it's also Hurricane Season,
which requires Foster Volunteers as well!

Hurricane season requires a very special foster need for all of our
animals. Because our Marathon Campus is unsafe to house animals
during a storm, we place all our animals into foster home whenever a

hurricane threatens the Florida Keys. We also need to evacuate as
many animals as possible to make room for those animals coming into
our Key West facility.

When fostering an animal for a storm we ask that you keep the animal
safe with you until the storm has passed. Should you decide to
evacuate, you must be willing and able to evacuate with the foster
animal and return the animal to the Florida Keys SPCA after the storm
has passed.

used to human interaction. Through socialization, you'll teach kittens
how to feel safe and loved while you prepare them for a new family. As a
medical kitten foster, you may take in kittens with eye infections, upper
respiratory or even ringworm. You'll provide the medical care they need
to help them overcome their ailments and be healthy enough for a new
home. Finally, a general kitten adopter may be called upon to foster
kittens that are not quite big enough for spay/neuter, or for space when
our Marathon Campus is full.

as discounted services for life to ensure she stays healthy.

OUR MILITARY SERVICE
MEMBERS
AND THEIR PETS:

Department of Defense Approves
Policy to Reimburse Pet
Expenses Due to a Permanent
Change of Station

The Department of Defense has approved a new policy to cover pet
travel expenses, like pet shipping or quarantine fees, incurred by Service
members during a Permanent Change of Station (PCS).

As of January 1, 2024, military Service members going through a PCS
within the continental United States can be reimbursed up to $550 for
one household pet, either cat or dog, and up to $2,000 for moves to or
from a location outside the continental United States to cover costs
related to the transportation of a pet.

The Services estimate that this new allowance may be used by an
estimated 227,000 Service members. Historically, Service members paid
the majority of out-of-pocket expenses to transport pets when assigned
to a new duty station. This policy reduces that financial burden while
recognizing the important role a pet plays in a military family's
household.
